experience first-hand  some of the land  that our c ommunity “ ow ns.”  I put that in quotes sinc e 
w hat does it really mean to ow n land? Does not the land  support us, keep  us alive, feed  us, 
p rovide us w ith shelter and  all that w e need? It is more that w e, for a  time, a re the stew ards 
of the land: w e ca re for it , and  it ca res for us and our descendants.  
Our synagogue is b lessed  to have nearly 23 ac res of land  inc luding pa rts of Pike Creek (or 
Pike Run, depending  on how  you call it ). We don’t just have p roperty, we have a c ampus! 
Managing  and  using  this g ift  w ell to further our community’s mission is a  sac red  task; it  is one 
that I personally feel very exc ited to be a pa rt of.

Over the c oming  year w e w ill be making  dec isions about how , w here and  w hat w e build on 
this land , on this sac red trust. It is my hope that w e w ill make our c hoices keeping  in mind our 
tradition’s life g iving  teac hings, the best that sc ience, environmental engineering  and 
design has to offer. 
May this Festivally-quiet month be a  time of reflec tion on how  w e c an best stew ard the gifts 
w e already have and  make them an example of living  w ell, effic iently and ha rmoniously for 
our c hild ren and our neighbors.

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From the Rabbi 
THE MOKEN 

I read  the story of the Moken in 
January, w hen I w as traveling to a 
four-day retreat as pa rt of my 
Spiritual Direc tion tra ining. I w alked 
along the California c oast north of 
Malibu one morning  near the 
Jewish retreat center by Pac ific  
Ocean w here w e w ere staying . The 
ocean, that day, w as being  very 

muc h like its name: Pac ific . Yet I knew  that this same 
ocean c ould also transmit a  tsunami as it has in the past.  

And  I thought of the Moken people, the people I told 
about last night. The Moken knew  w hat to do w hen 
faced w ith a phenomenon not seen for hundreds or in 
some places, thousands of yea rs because their c ulture 
succeeded  in tw o w ays. First, it transmitted  an essentia l 
message, a  message that literally saved  the lives of their 
people. And , second , the messenger w as listened  to at 
the c ritical moment. 

How  did  they know  w hen to flee to the hills? Their 
ancestors c a refully observed  the w orld  a round  them , 
lea rned its lessons and ca refully encoded  that teac hing 
in a  w ay that could  be transmitted  and  then, hopefully, 
heard. 

Let’s look at eac h pa rt of that p rocess, sta rting  w ith 
c a reful observation.  

We’ve all hea rd  stories about how  animals during  the 
Tsunami of last December seemed to sense its approac h 
and  moved  to safe a reas, w hether on land , as in some 
elephants c a rrying  tourist riders off into the hills and  
thereby saving  them, or of dolphins quic kly sw imming 
further aw ay from land to remain in deep w ater as the 
shoc k w ave passed  through the w ater. But people either 
don’t have these instinc ts or w e’ve masked  over them.  

What w e have, instead , is our intellec t and  reason. 
Part of our evolutionary heritage is the ability to perceive 
the w orld  a round  us and  to d raw  c onc lusions from w hat 
w e experience. We can reason about w hat w e see and  
even extend  our knowledge into a reas w e cannot see 
w ith our senses, but can know  though analysis of our 
observations.  

Given the c urrent misunderstanding  in our country 
betw een sc ience and  religion, let me state c lea rly that I 
believe reason and  intellec t a re necessary w ith relig ion to 
be most fully human. Any orthodoxy (w hic h mean’s 
“ c orrec t or normative belief” ) makes people all too p rone 
to thinking  they have all the right answ ers to life’s 
questions. True sc ienc e, as I understand  it  subjec ts our 
best guess as to how  the w orld  w orks and  even how it 
c ame to be, to observable data  repeatably collec ted 
and  openly analyzed  and  interp reted . It is a  hallmark of 
sc ience that old  understandings w ill be disc a rded  as new 
data a re uncovered.  

In Jewish relig ion the w ord  most often translated  as 
“ fa ith”  emunah ac tually means “ trustw orthy.”  When w e 
say, “ amen”  to a  blessing  w e a re saying , “ I a ffirm that”  or 
“ I trust that.”  I say amen to the know ledge p roduced 
through the sc ientific  method . We know  so muc h more 
about this w ondrous w orld  than did  our anc estors of a  
few  hundred  years ago. Through using  my God  given 
intellec t (how ever limited  my personal one is) and  can 
see so muc h more of c reation than I d id  before. And  

through sc ienc e I c an better fulfill the commandments to 
c hoose life and  save life. 

Just as anc ient Moken saw  the phenomenon of a 
tsunami tens of thousands of yea rs ago, and  they w ere 
able to enc ode the message of its behavior for their 
descendants, in order to save their lives w e need  to 
enc ode into our soc ieties’  life saving  messages.  

An example: Along  the Pac ific  Northw est c oast there 
a re tsunami-w arning  signs: w hen the w ater goes out fa r 
and  fast, head  uphill! Why a re they there? Because of 
native stories of g iant w aves and floods, AND bec ause of 
geologic al researc h w hich found the remains of a  
tsunami from the 1700’s and  of others about every 300 – 
500 years before that. Anc ient w isdom and  sc ienc e 
w orking  hand-in-hand  to save lives. 

Sc ience c an teac h us how  to save our lives. But, a re 
w e listening? Or a re w e like the doubting  young  Moken 
w ho at first d id not believe their elder’s w arning? 

This is the second  pa rt of the Moken’s succ ess w e 
need  to hear this Rosh Hashanah: Getting  the message 
heard. 

For years now  w e have been w arned  that one 
p redic table outcome of our ca rbon fuel based  soc iety is 
an inc rease in oc ean temperatures. Hotter oc eans mean 
stronger storms, because a hurric ane’s func tion in the 
Earth’s c limate is to even-out the temperature differences 
by picking  up  heat from  the tropic s and  b ringing  it  to the 
c ooler latitudes. We know  this. It is p roven. 

What is lac king  w ith reason alone, w ith sc ientific  
know ledge alone, is getting  the message to the heart 
and  not only to the head . I think the Moken survived 
bec ause the knowledge needed  to stay alive was 
embodied  by someone respec ted  by the community, 
someone w ho lived  in the c ommunity, sha red  in the fate 
of the community and  c ould b ring his know ledge bear 
w hen needed . The integ ration of teac hings w ith living  has 
been the place of relig ion in human soc ieties for the 
hundred  thousand  years w e Homo sapien sapiens, w e 
humans, have been w andering  this p lanet. When religion 
w orks best it joins the head  and  the heart to make our 
hands b ring  Godliness to our w orld . 

Another reason the Moken succeeded  w as that they 
repeated  their life g iving  messages in their sac red  songs, 
in their lives and  even in their boats. I’m no expert on the 
Moken, yet from w hat little I’ ve read  about them tells me 
that over the tens of thousands of yea rs they’ve lived  in 
the Andaman Sea , they have ac hieved  a  pa rticula r 
ha rmony w ith that p lac e and have come to see their 
sac red  metaphors in the w orld  a round  them. Their boats 
a re seen by them to be a  body of its ow n a  c reation 
uniquely suited  to that p lace. They even have a  sac red 
mythology a round  the build ing of their boats, pa rtic ula rly 
the first boat built by a  young  man.  

If our Jewish institutions w ill a lso encode our life saving 
messages, then the spaces w e build  for them need  to be 
in ha rmony w ith w hat w e know  to be true, life g iving  and  
life sustaining . If w e trust in the know ledge that our life-
styles a re negatively impac ting  the planet, w e must 
begin to c hange how  w e build  so w e can live differently. 
And  if w e cannot, yet, c hange all of our houses, w e 
ought to make our house of w orship , our c ommunity 
sac red spac es, exempla rs of ha rmony w ith this p lanet. 9 
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What about you and your people? What are your 
songs and teachings? Are they teachings of Life?

We humans need  spaces that reflec t our values. And 
w e need  times like these holy-days in our lives to stop , 
take stoc k of w here w e a re and  w ere w e need  to be. We 
need  to pause, reconnec t w ith the anc ient teac hings, 
explore their meaning  for us w ith others, update them 
w here necessary and  pass these teac hings on to our 
c hild ren.   

On Rosh Hashanah w e a re supposed to hear the 
shofa r, the pierc ing , p rimeval sound  of the shofa r, that 
most anc ient of instruments, w ith its p rimal w ordless 
p rayer. Rosh Hashanah is meant to shoc k us out of our 
perpetual d istrac tion w ith the w orld  w e’ve c reated  and  
to pay attention to the w orld  as it  REALLY is. The Shofa r 
ought to b ring  us bac k to our tribal beginnings, to our 
living  c lose to the ea rth, to a lso being  w anderers and  
nomads, a  people apart w hic h hold sac red  life g iving 
teac hings.  

I invite you to journey bac k in time to the tec hnology 
of animal horns, to feel deeply inside the c ry of the 
Shofa r, and  to disc ern the teac hing it is b ringing up inside 
of us this year, in this p lac e in this c ompany.
