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BULLETIN FROM THE BOARD

During my annual address to the congregation during the High
Holidays | spoke about the process of changing the name of the
synagogue. The Board is certainly aware of the emotional nature of
this process. Our survey of the membership has shown usthat there is
a majority in favor of changing our name. Those in favor of a change
would like to see a name that hasin it both Hebrew and English.
There are a number of possbilities that were suggested through the
survey and we are going to attempt to narrow down the final selection to about three
final names. We would then come back to the membership for final additional
discussion (special general membership meeting) and a vote. We would hope to
accomplish thistask in the spring of thiscoming year.

For those who are opposed to any consderation of changing the name of the
synagogue | would like to explain how this process started and what the forces were
that generated the discusson in the first place. Several yearsago, the Board began to
realize that we were facing a sobering pattern of declining membership and yeary
budget cuts and duesincreasesto balance our budget. We realized that we had to
make changes. One of those changeswasthe selection of our new Rabbi. The greater
challenge however, wasin trying to define what we are. What is our misson? What do
we want our community to be? How do we let the greater Jewish community know
that we are here?

This fall we entered into an aggressve membership drive. (*faggressve” in our own
special style). Aspart of that membership drive, the question arose regarding the name
of our congregation and whether the name really reflected what we were all about.
There has been confusion in the greater Jewish community as to whether the JCCBM
wasa “community center” with pool and basketball court; wasit, in fact, a synagogue
or not? There has been some confuson about our affiliation with Reconstructionism,
and what isthat all about anyway? | have heard from several membersthat people in
the greater community thought that we were a Messianic congregation! In other
words, we had ourwork cut out for us. In presenting ourselvesto the greater community
of central New Jersey, in trying to grow our congregation and hopefully break ground
on a construction project, the Board thought it was critically important to consder
changing the name of the synagogue to reflect what we are. We are a
Recongtructionist synagogue. We live in two civilizations, (Jewish and American) and
we feel that our name should reflect that reality (Hebrew and English).

Say tuned for further announcements regarding the name change. When the
general membership meeting iscalled, Iwould hope that all of you will attend and that
all of you will speak your mind. If thisprocessisto be successfulwe must come together
asa congregation and move forward with confidence.

Inclusve, from an
innovative organization
called The Jewish
Outreach Institute (JOI
for short

http://www.joi.org).
Founded in 1988, the JOI isone of the very few
Jewish organizations asking “out of the box”
guestions about the contemporary
phenomenon of interfaith marriage and how
Jewish communities, congregationsand families
can take a proactive, and welcoming look at
thischallenge.

Like all challenges, there is both danger and
opportunity for the Jewish People in interfaith
marriages. Sarting from the premise that there
are positivesin interfaith marriagesfor the Jewish
community, JOI constantly challenges Jewish
leaders and organizations to be lower the
barriers that keep both born-Jews and those
who love them from getting involved, learning
and Jewishly enriching their personal and
familieslives.

In the past year of serving our community I've
worked with a number of non-Jewish parents of
B-mitzvah kids. Our congregation is home for a
significant number of non-Jews raising Jewish
kids. Having grown up in another religious
tradition, most of these individuals are no longer
practicing their birth-religion; a few stil are.
Despite where they place themselves in
relationship with the larger Jewish world and
with our congregation, their dedication to
educating and supporting an identity different
than their own is nothing less than heroic. Our
community ought to celebrate and actively
support their efforts!

It is not easy to passon a tradition when it is
yours from birth. How much harder is it to
maintain one’s own stance while supporting a
budding Jewish identity  through the
foundational yearsof childhood?

I want every household in our congregation
to be aware of these individuals in our mid t,
and to share the sense of pride | feel asl watch
them with their children. | invite each of usto
actively support all the familiesin our community
who are doing the difficult and communally
essential work of bringing up the next
generation of Jews.

In The Inclusive you will read about a pilot
program in Atlanta, GA called The Mother's
Circle, (http://www.themotherscircle.org/)
where non-Jewish women raisng Jewish kids
can share their struggles, learn some essential
Jewish skils and home rituals (often together
with their Jewsby-birth husbands) to better be
able to pass on Jewish culture, spirituality and
traditions to their children. | would love for our
congregation to host the next program
supporting these women and expand the
Mother s Circle to the Northeast.

| also encourage the non-Jewish fathersin our
midst to let me know how | can help them in the
work that they do in raising Jewish children. We
have some excellent role-models in our
community who can mentor youngerdads; let's
gatherthe resourceswe already have and offer
support where we can.

May the light of our Hanukkah candlesdispel
the darkness of the solstice as we look forward
to longerdaysahead.
